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Narrative and Functional Writing Assignments

Because students’ responses to the narrative writing prompt in the Part A: Writing portion of the Grade Six Achievement

Test vary widely, assessment of their stories will be in the context of Louise Rosenblatt’s suggestion: “...the evaluation of the
answers would be in terms of the amount of evidence that the youngster has actually read something and thought about it, not
a question of whether, necessarily, he has thought about it the way an adult would, or given an adult’s ‘correct’ answer.”

often impedes the meaning.

e There is no variation of sentence type or sentence
length.

e There is no variety of sentence beginnings.

¢ \Words and expressions convey only vague meanings.

e Overgeneralized words and expressions predominate;
specific words, if present, are frequently misused.

e \Words and expressions are simple and/or obscure
the student’s voice.

e The quality of the writing is impaired by the
consistently incorrect use of conventions.

e Errors severely reduce the clarity and impede the flow
of the communication.
