Group Life Insurance Plan

The rates for Core and Enhanced Life Insurance are per month. The monthly rates are deducted on a
bi-weekly basis. The bi-weekly deductions are calculated by annualizing the monthly premium (multiply
the rate by 12), and dividing it by the number of pay periods in the calendar year.
